score = 4.71, S.D.= 0.58) with the mean score of the teaching and learning items range from 

4.56-4.82 (Good-Very good). Overall, the students are satisfied with the course in a good 

level (Mean score = 4.62, SD. = 0.55) with the mean score of each item related to the learner 

is in the good level (range from 4.53-4.71). The interesting response with the high mean score 

associated with the instructors are knowledgeable and subject matter experts (Mean score = 

4.82). It is very interesting, overall, the students are satisfied utilizing google classroom in this
